Today’s Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ,
Readings
1st Reading: On February 11, 1858, the Blessed

Lv 13:1-2. 44-46 Virgin Mary appeared to Bernadette

It was the
1 Cor 10:31—  first of a series of apparitions, through
111 which Mary shared with Bernadette
Gospel: God’s desire for healing for those who
Mk 1:40-45 suffer, invited her to do penance, and

encouraged public manifestations of piety. Since these
visions, countless people have visited Lourdes to bathe
in the miraculous spring of water our Lady showed to
St. Bernadette. In addition to countless stories of
personal healings that have taken place, there have
been 70 confirmed, miraculous cures.

Though the liturgical observation of Sunday takes
priority, February 11 is ordinarily celebrated as the feast
of Our Lady of Lourdes. How fitting that the Gospel
today is a story of healing. The leper surrenders himself
both to the power and the plan of Jesus. “If you wish,
you can make me clean.” In response, Jesus confirms
His healing will: “I do will it. Be made clean.” This
Gospel passage communicates the desire our Lord has
to bring healing to our lives and to our souls. “Be made
clean” includes both His plan to bring us to physical
wholeness and His plan to purify our hearts that we
may live holiness of life. Today, we can also call upon
Mary, under her title as Our Lady of Lourdes, asking
that she would intercede for our healing before the
throne of her Son.

This week, we begin the holy and penitential season of
Lent. The prayer, fasting, and almsgiving we will take on
purify our hearts and minds so that we can be more
fully committed to our walk as disciples of Christ. In
many ways, the season is one of healing. These forty
days leading us to Holy Week are a great opportunity to
grow in our identity as God’s beloved people. To help us
on that path, we have a number of opportunities and
resources available throughout Lent. Printed in this
bulletin, you will find our complete list of Ash
Wednesday services, as well as those of the other
parishes in our deanery. Additionally, the times for
confession here and at our neighboring parishes are
included.

Finally, as a reminder, Ash Wednesday is a day of fasting
and abstinence. The United States Conference of
Catholic Bishops reminds us: “Ash Wednesday and Good
Friday are obligatory days of fasting and abstinence for
Catholics. In addition, Fridays during Lent are obligatory
days of abstinence. For members of the Latin Catholic
Church, the norms on fasting are obligatory from age 18
until age 59. When fasting, a person is permitted to eat
one full meal, as well as two smaller meals that
together are not equal to a full meal. The norms
concerning abstinence from meat are binding upon
members of the Latin Catholic Church from age 14
onwards.”

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LENTEN DAILY MASS

As the Lenten season approaches, most of us ask ourselves, “What am | doing for Lent this
year?” One suggestion is to attend Daily Mass. With a hectic schedule, carving 30 minutes
out of the day seems difficult; but participating in Daily Mass once or twice a week can offer
great practical and spiritual benefits. Below three churchgoers at Saint Pius X share their
thoughts on why they go to daily Mass.

One parishioner, Ray Vogt, says daily Mass helps him sustain a sense of “faith and peace,”
while also providing a “perspective centered in Christ” that he can carry through the day.
Another parishioner, Art Wolf, attends daily Mass because it allows him “the opportunity to
be up-close and personal with our Lord” in an atmosphere with “fewer distractions.” A Saint
Pius X mother of young children, Darcy Ronan, describes weekday Masses as an experience
that is “quiet, focused, and prayerful.” Not only that, but the “rhythm” of the daily “lectionary
and liturgy...helps me be more attuned to God’s grace in my life and my need to remain in

Pope Benedict XVI said, the Eucharist received at Mass is Jesus’ “self-gift” to us, in which He
“desires to become one with us.” "Every time we receive him, he reminds us that we are
precious...that he is truly in love with us,” said Pope Francis. As Mrs. Darcy Ronan put it, you
will just have to “come and see for yourself!”
