Every
week, she faithfully brings me a new batch of crosses to bless. | have lost count of the number of people who leave with
one of her crosses in hand commenting how beautiful they are and how wonderful a reminder these simple signs are of
God’s love and presence. The sign with her crosses does not do her justice. “Loving,” “joyful,” and “vibrant” only scratch the
surface. She is a real delight to know, and often says goodbye to me with a little teasing: “Behave yourself, Fr. Sam.”
